> Institutional strengthening: The intervention prioritised institutional strengthening for The Gambia, targeting key actors in the
livestock sub-sector at various levels.

» Training and Capacity Development: Training is at the core of the project activities.
» InJune 2021, a Study tour of 20 stakeholders from the Ministry of Agriculture, National Disaster Management Agency, Ministry of Health,
Department of Parks and Wildlife, Commercial poultry producers and members of farmer organizations (National Livestock Owners
Association, Young Poultry Farmers Association) was carried out to Senegal Veterinary Services to learn how Senegalese authorities
managed the December 2021 Avian Influenza outbreak in a commercial layer farm in Thies Region.
»  Similarly, 30 sta of the Department of Livestock Services were trained on Good Emergency Management Practices (GEMP) for three
days.

» Raising Public Awareness on the Dangers of Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza: A sensitization caravan involving
stakeholders mentioned above with a famous local drama group called “Nfansug Jamano” visited border villages and weekly markets

(Lumos) to raise public awareness on the dangers of HPAI and how to identify and report clinical signs of HPAI in poultry and wild birds.

> Provision of mobility and O ce equipment: Ten brand new motorbikes, 15 tablets, three laptops, and a printer procured for the
Department of Livestock Services.
